Day camps end at 11:30 

on Friday. Residential camp will end at 11am on July 11th. 

(Dorm campers will check-out after this, Noon- 1pm)  
SHUTTLE SERVICE  
Shuttle service to and from the Wilmington airport and 

Greyhound bus station is available on the first and last days of 

camp. ALL campers requiring this service need to contact us 

as soon as they confirm their travel plans. The $30 fee is due 

with application. The shuttle service includes pick-up and drop

DISCOUNTS  
Discounts for teams of 10 or more players enrolling together is 

$20 per player (sr. camp), or $10 per player (jr. camp). All 

applications must be received in one envelope. There is also a 

$25 discount for daughters of current UNCW Faculty/Staff, and 

a $25 sibling discount. 
Our Lil‟ Hawks and Junior camps also offer a “referral 

discount.” A $10 discount is awarded towards your registration 

fee for EACH camper that lists you as a reference on their 

registration forms. Referral discounts can not be used with team 

discounts. 
 
EARLY DROP-OFF AND LATE PICK-UP  
“Early drop-off and late pick-up” is available for the parent in need. 

The $30 fee allows you to drop-off your child as early as 8:15am 

and to pick your child up as late as 5:00pm (full day camp) or at 

12:15pm (Lil‟ Hawks Camp). If you do not purchase the “early 

drop-off and late pick-up”, campers should be dropped off no 

earlier than 15 minutes prior to the start of camp and picked up no 

later than the end off camp. 
 
FACILITIES AND ACCOMMODATIONS  
UNC Wilmington offers outstanding playing/training 

facilities, modern housing, and excellent on-campus dining 

services.  
The UNCW Soccer Stadium is a fully-lighted, Bermuda 

playing field. In addition, we have five full-sized playing 

fields adjacent to our stadium. We also have access to 

Wrightsville Beach for recreational play.  
Residential campers are housed two per room in our 

modern, air-conditioned on-campus housing. Each floor is 

supervised by our camp coaching staff. Please indicate a 

roommate preference on your application so that we can 

accommodate your request. We have no facilities at  
UNCW to accommodate campers who arrive a day early or 

leave a day late, so please plan to arrive on the day your session 

begins and leave on the day it ends. 
 
MEALS  
UNCW‟s on-campus dining features an all-you-can eat 

dining service. There is wide variety and great quality to 

serve the nutritional needs of the female soccer player.
